Our school aims to help students develop a sense of helonging, responsibility, and respect within
culture, they are the focus of school assemblies and are taught more specifically during RSHE and RE
lessons.

Demourucy: Pupils are introduced to democratic principles through student councils, student
voice, voting and dehates. They learn ahout the importance of having a voice, voting, and the
Junctioning of democruatic institutions.

Rule of Law: Pupils understand the importance of laws in maintaining order and justice. This
is taught through classroom agreements, owr school's 5 Golden Rules and understanding the
rewwrd and consequence system. We also have visits from the Police and local PCSOs to
deliver assemblies and important messages.

Individual Liberty: We encouruge students to- make choices in a safe and supportive
erwironment. This includes teaching them ahout their rights and freedoms, and the
responsibilities that come with them. Activities that promote self-expression, critical thinking,
Mutual Respect: Respect for others is fostered through school policies, classroom
management, and a culture of inclusivity. RSHE lessons across the school focus on equality
Anti-Bullying week each year we have workshops and activities which support children’s
Tolerunce of Different Faiths and Beliefs: Through our RE cwrriculum and celebrations of
Key Stage Two also have weekly French lessons where they learn about the cultures of others.
